Council Meeting Minutes Regular Session
City Council Chambers
August 22, 2016

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Monohon called the meeting to order at 7:31 p.m. and led the Pledge of
Allegiance.

ROLL CALL

Council members present: Preston, Brager, Ayers, Hillcar, Weissenfels and Mayor
Monohon. Staff present: Grafstrom, Clerk/Treasurer, Bart, Police Administrator and
Fleck, Attorney/Planner. Absent: Hampton, Public Works Director.

MODIFICATIONS/APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Motion to approve the agenda as presented by Ayers, second Preston, motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Forks Community Hospital representatives Laura Kripinski, Chief Nursing Officer and
EMT, Tim Cournyer, CEO, Daisy Anderson, Board President, Laci Johnson, Community
Liason and Teresa Kennedy, Purchasing Materials Manager presented three automated
external defibrillators (AEDs) to the City of Forks Police Department for use in the patrol
vehicles. Also present were members of Soroptimist International of the Olympic Rain
Forest, who donated funds to purchase one of the defibrillators. The community raised
over $5,000 to purchase the four machines.

Lissy Andros, Chamber of Commerce Executive Director reported that many Forever
Twilight in Forks Festival attendees will be arriving on Tuesday, September 6", Last
year 254 Very Important Twilighter ticket packages were sold compared to 278 this
year. She also reported that the Third Thursday movie was a showing of Beauty and
the Beast with 12 princesses in attendance, including Emma-Grayce Fleck as the
Wandering Princess.

ACTION ITEMS
1. Motion to approve minutes of the Regular Meeting held August 8, 2016 by Hillcar,
second Weissenfels, motion carried.

2. Motion to approve the manual claim checks 33446 to 33448 for $5,675.00, payroll
checks numbered 33449 to 33466 for $66,879.57 and claim checks numbered 33467 to
33506 for $74,860.42 by Brager, second Weissenfels, motion carried.

3. Motion to approve the July 2016 Treasurer's Report by Hillcar, second Brager,
motion carried.

4. Motion to set a public hearing for September 26, 2016 for review and adoption of the
General Sewer/Wastewater Facility Plan by Brager, second Ayers, motion carried.
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5. Ordinance No. 622 2016 Budget Amendment

The ordinance was originally introduced August 8, 2016. Clerk/Treasurer Grafstrom
reviewed the ordinance which calls for amending the budget in the amount of
$1,230,000. The amendment impacts three funds: 1) Quillayute Airport Fund due to an
upcoming timber sale 2) Inmate Trust Fund (formerly Commissary Fund) due to a
correction in accounting procedures and 3) RCO Grant/Project Fund, since the State
requires the City to receive and pay for the entire cost of the Spartan Field Project, not
just the grant amount.

Motion to approve Ordinance No. 622 2016 Budget Amendment in the amount of
$1,230,000 by Weissenfels, second Brager, motion carried.

6. Quillayute Airport & Water Tank Timber Sales
Attorney/Planner Fleck reviewed the results of the timber sale bids received August
19" The highest responsive bids were from Randy Parker Logging, Inc. in the amount
of $21,501.50 for the Water Tank Timber Sale and Munro, LLC in the amount of
$55,501.00 for the Quillayute Airport Timber Sale.

Motion to accept the highest responsive bids and authorize the Mayor and staff to enter
into a contract for the Quillayute Airport Timber Sale and the Water Tank Timber Sale
by Preston, second Ayers, motion carried.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

1. Draft Ordinances Amending Forks Criminal Code Regarding Disorderly Conduct
Attorney/Planner Fleck introduced Intern Zach Carlson. They have drafted
amendments to the criminal code pertaining to disorderly conduct, since some of the
clauses may be considered unconstitutional. Discussion ensued regarding whether
behavior should be categorized as intentional or not. Additional information regarding
other cities’ codes will be presented and discussion will continue at the next meeting.

2. Council Member Reports

Council Member Preston attended the Clallam Transit System board meeting and the
meeting to review the composition of the CTS Board. They voted to retain the same
composition while considering how other groups could participate. He reported that
CTS received grant funding for bike lockers. Some have been installed in Sequim and
lockers are slated for Forks. They need to formulate a policy stating the lockers are
strictly for bikes, as people have been using them for general storage and also as
shelter.

Council Member Ayers participated in the tour of Olympic Corrections Center today
that was coordinated by the Chamber of Commerce. He felt it was an excellent tour
that gave an in-depth look at the rehabilitation programs at the prison.

Council Member Hillcar attended the Clallam County Fair on Friday. He noted the
attendance that day was low.
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
