Council Meeting Minutes Regular Session
City Council Chambers
September 12, 2016

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Monohon called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Council Member Ayers led the
Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL

Council members present: Brager, Ayers, Hillcar, Weissenfels and Mayor Monohon.
Absent: Preston Staff present: Grafstrom, Clerk/Treasurer, Fleck, Attorney/Planner,
Bart, Police Administrator and Hampton, Public Works Director.

MODIFICATIONS/APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Mayor Monohon requested that the “Interagency Agreement between the City of Forks
and Clallam County Relating to Law Enforcement Services” be added to the agenda as
action item number six. He also stated that an Executive Session is needed for
approximately 10 minutes to discuss the acquisition of real estate.

Motion to approve the agenda with the addition of the Interagency Agreement and
Executive Session by Ayers, second Hillcar, motion carried.

SPECIAL PRESENTATION

Mayor Monohon presented a plaque commemorating 30 years of exemplary service to
Dan Wahlgren as Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator and 35 years of exemplary
service to lvan Cowles as Water Superintendent.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Glenn King asked if firewood permits would be issued in the area of the recent timber
sale at the water tank. Attorney/Planner Fleck stated that past practice has been to
open the area to non-profit agencies in the community such as the Elks, Lions or High
School Booster Club.

ACTION ITEMS
1. Motion to approve minutes of the Regular Meeting held August 22, 2016 by Hillcar,
second Brager, motion carried.

2. Motion to approve the manual claim check 33507 for $15.00, payroll checks
numbered 33508 to 33524 for $110,460.04 and claim checks numbered 33525 to 33574
for $44,935.95 by Brager, second Weissenfels, motion carried.

3. Motion to approve the August 2016 Treasurer's Report by Weissenfels, second
Brager, motion carried.
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4. Forks Airport Hangar #4 Space Lease
Clerk/Treasurer Grafstrom presented a Lease Agreement for Hangar #4 with Lynell
Soloman for a 10 year term with a five year extension provision.

Motion to approve the Lease Agreement for Hangar #4 with Lynell Soloman by Hillcar,
second Ayers, motion carried.

5. Forks Airport Pavement Maintenance Project

Clerk/Treasurer Grafstrom reviewed the bid results for the pavement maintenance
project. One bid was received for Phase 2 work (pavement patching) from Lakeside
Industries, Inc. Two bids were received for Phase 3 work (crack sealing), however one
bid has been deemed non-responsive due to an incomplete bid packet.

Motion to authorize the Mayor and staff to enter into a contract with Lakeside
Industries, Inc. for the Forks Airport Pavement Maintenance Project Phase 2 and C.R.
Contracting, LLC for Phase 3 by Ayers, second Hillcar, motion carried.

6. Interagency Agreement between the City of Forks and Clallam County Relating to
Law Enforcement Services

Police Administrator Bart explained that due to low staffing levels the City has sought
assistance with law enforcement coverage from the Clallam County Sheriff's
Department.

Motion to authorize the Mayor and staff to sign the Interagency Agreement between the
City of Forks and Clallam County Relating to Law Enforcement Services by Hillcar,
second Weissenfels, motion carried.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

1. Draft Ordinances Amending Forks Criminal Code Regarding Disorderly Conduct
Attorney/Planner Fleck and Intern Zach Carlson reviewed the revisions made to the
draft ordinance, specifically use of the words intentionally, willfully, knowingly and tends.
Much discussion ensued. The ordinances will be continued as a discussion item.

2. Council Member Reports

Council Member Brager had high praise for the Forever Twilight in Forks (FTF) event.
He noted how at one time the event was fracturing, but Chamber of Commerce Director
Lissy Andros has provided leadership to make it a very successful festival.

Council Member Ayers submitted a printed report which was emailed to Council
Members. It included hyperlinks to information from the budgeting workshop he
attended in August. He is able to access the State Auditor's Financial Intelligence Tool,
which provides fiscal indicators based on Annual Report data. The City of Forks per
capita spending for the general fund is $567, which is well below the Pacific States
average per capita spending of $1,600. He also attended the Chamber of Commerce
meeting and heard a report on the FTF event and volunteered as a server for the FTF
dinner. He felt it was a great festival.
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
