Council Meeting Minutes Regular Session

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Monohon called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of
Allegiance.

ROLL CALL

Council members present: Preston, Brager, Ayers, Hillcar, Weissenfels and Mayor
Monohon. Staff present: Grafstrom, Clerk/Treasurer, Fleck, Attorney/Planner, Bart,
Police Administrator and Hampton, Public Works Director.

MODIFICATIONS/APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Motion to approve the agenda as presented by Ayers, second Weissenfels, motion
carried.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Suzanne Davis spoke in hopes of bringing awareness about a situation involving her
granddaughter. She obtained records from the Forks Police Department involving an
incident that occurred on June 26". She read portions of the incident report. She felt
that Child Protective Services should have been called immediately and that the baby
should have been examined at the Emergency Room due to the presence of drugs.
She asked that protocols and procedures be reviewed by all officers, so that in the
future children are not put at risk.

Sherry Schaaf read her written statement reporting that the residents of 775 K Street
have moved out and that a group of the neighbors rented a dumpster and removed the
garbage left behind. She was thankful for the actions of the neighbors and the Police
Department in resolving this situation.

Katherine Krueger read her written statement regarding 775 K Street. She thanked the
Police and the neighbors. She recommended changes to FMC 9.05.130, requested
information regarding an Emergency Plan for the City, and stated that the City should
not continue water service if it is found that a fraudulent document was used to open the
account.

2. Motion to approve the manual claim check numbered 34568 for $100.00, payroll
checks numbered 34569 through 34585 for $116,838.51 and claim checks numbered
34586 through 34615 for $29,073.98 by Weissenfels, second Preston, motion carried.
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3. 2018 to 2023 Six-Year Street Plan

Public Works Director Hampton reviewed the Six-Year Street Plan document. Mayor
Monohon opened the public hearing on the Six-Year Street Plan. There were no public
comments. Mayor Monohon closed the public hearing.

Motion to approve Resolution #462 Six-Year Street Plan for 2018 to 2023 by Ayers,
second Hillcar, motion carried.

4. Resolution #463 Adoption of Capital Facility Improvement Plan (CFIP)
Attorney/Planner Fleck reviewed the CFIP. An error was corrected on the totals page.

Motion to approve Resolution #463 Adoption of Capital Facility Improvement Plan by
Brager, second Preston, motion carried.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

1. Process for Developing a Police Department Vision Statement

Mayor Monohon reported that the police chief job posting closed on July 6" and seven
applications were received. The next step will be for a committee to score the
applications.

Council Member Hillcar stated that he feels the hiring of a police chief should be the
decision of the new mayor. It was determined that both mayoral candidates would be
included on the interview committee and the previously established timeline followed.

2. Council Member Reports
Council Member Preston attended a Northwest Xtreme rocket launch in Oregon. He
is pleased that the squatters at 775 K Street are gone.

Council Member Brager expressed his appreciation for the work done by the
neighbors of the 775 K Street property. For the Police Department Vision Statement he
would like to see a guide that outlines what we need in order to provide the budget to
accomplish that vision. He will follow up with the Mayor to develop a staff survey.

Council Member Ayers attended the Countywide Planning Policy meeting June 29"
The Quileute Tribe participated via telephone. He thanked the neighbors of 775 K
Street. He also stated that he would like to talk to Police Administrator Bart about the
situation with the drug arrest and the child to determine if we could’'ve done anything
better in that area.

Council Member Weissenfels attended the Homelessness Task Force last
Wednesday. Linda Middleton of Concerned Citizens announced that they received a
Home Forever grant to assist 45 families.

3. Staff Reports
Clerk/Treasurer Grafstrom reported that the water comprehensive plan request for
proposals closes on July 12", She completed the annual Department of Transportation
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
